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A TIMELESS TREASURE

Psalm 23, “The Lord is My Shepherd”, is one of my favorite passages in
the Bible. I have turned to it during some of the most important times of my
life. From my confirmation into the church as a teenager to my dad’s open heart
surgery, the passage has always offered comfort and support.

The Lord is my shepherd, I shall not want.
He makes me lie down in green pastures;
he leads me beside still waters;
he restores my soul.

Even though I walk through the darkest valley,
1 fear no evil; for you are with me;
your rod and your staff—they comfort me.
